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1. What is SSAF?

In October 2011, the Government passed legislation (Guidelines) allowing universities to charge a student services
and amenities fee from January 2012.

The Student Services and Amenities Fee legislation sets out the categories of services that the collected fees can be
spent on, as follows:

providing food or drink to students on a campus of the higher education provider;
supporting a sporting or other recreational activity by students;

supporting the administration of a club most of whose members are students;
caring for children of students;

providing legal services to students;

promoting the health or welfare of students;

helping students secure accommodation;

helping students obtain employment or advice on careers;

helping students with their financial affairs;

Health and Welfare Services

Mental Health First Aid Training

This project aims to facilitate the implementation of preventative and early
intervention mental health support systems across the institution through
the provision of Mental Health First Aid training to students and staff. The
grant will provide for one Counsellor in Cairns to be trained as Standard
MHFA facilitator to provide a coordinated training program at a reduced
cost to students. It will also allow for Student Equity and Wellbeing to
provide free MHFA (Standard) training to up to 150 students in leadership
positions over 2020/2021.

The service is free,
confidential and is available to all enrolled students.
